TRAIL: The walk routes are on residential sidewalks. The trail is mostly flat. It is suitable for strollers. The Trail Rating is 1A.   
 
WATER & RESTROOMS:  Water and restrooms are available at the start/finish and candy and water is available at the 
checkpoints. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS:  You may bring your leashed pet and you must pick up after it.  Pets are not permitted in the Resort 
Center.  This event will be held regardless of weather conditions.
